Are you planning to stack your washer and dryer? Yo ur dryer is
shipped with Stack Kit W10178021, which fits Whirlp ool washer
models starting with WFC.

If you have a Whirlpool washer model starting with LHW, use
Stack Kit 8182452. If you have any other washer model, call the
dealer from whom you purchased your dryer or refer to the
“Assistance or Service” section of this manual.

If you are using a power supply cord, a grounded elec trical
outlet located within 2 ft (61 cm) of either side of the dryer.

m A sturdy floor to support the dryer weight (dryer and load) of
115 Ibs (52 kg). The combined weight of a companion
appliance should also be considered.

m A level floor with a maximum slope of 1" (2.5 cm) un der entire
dryer.

Do not operate your dryer at temperatures below 45!F (7 !C). At
lower temperatures, the dryer might not shut off at th e end of an
automatic cycle. Drying times can be extended.

The dryer must not be installed or stored in an area where it will
be exposed to water and/or weather.

Check code requirements. Some codes limit, or do not pe rmit,
installation of the dryer in garages, closets, mobile homes or
sleeping quarters. Contact your local building inspector.

n Additional spacing should be considered for ease of
installation and servicing.

n Additional spacing should be considered on all side s of the
dryer to reduce noise transfer.

n For closet installation with a door, minimum ventil ation
openings in the top and bottom of the door are requ ired.
Louvered doors with equivalent ventilation opening are
acceptable.

n Companion appliance spacing should also be consider ed.

Mobile Home - Additional Location Requirements

This dryer is suitable for mobile home installation s. The
installation must conform to the Manufactured Home
Construction and Safety Standard, Title 24 CFR, Part 3280
(formerly the Federal Standard for Mobile Home Cons truction
and Safety, Title 245, HUD Part 280).

Mobile home installations require:

n Metal exhaust system hardware, which is available for
purchase from your dealer.

n Special provisions must be made in mobile homes to
introduce outside air into the dryer. The opening (such as a
nearby window) should be at least twice as large as the dryer
exhaust opening.



It is your responsibility
n To contact a qualified electrical installer.

n To be sure that the electrical connection is adequa te and in
conformance with the National Electrical Code, ANSI/NFPA
70-latest edition and all local codes and ordinance s.

The National Electric Code requires a 4-wire supply
connection for homes built after 1996, dryer circui ts involved
in remodeling after 1996 and all mobile home instal lations.

A copy of the above code standards can be obtained from:
National Fire Protection Association, One Batterymarch Park,
Quincy, MA 02269.

n To supply the required 3 or 4 wire, single phase, 120/240 volt,
60 Hz., AC only electrical supply (or 3 or 4 wire, 120/208 volt
electrical supply, if specified on the serial/ratin g plate) on a
separate 30-amp circuit, fused on both sides of the line. A
time-delay fuse or circuit breaker is recommended. Connect
to an individual branch circuit. Do not have a fuse in the
neutral or grounding circuit.

n Do not use an extension cord.

n If codes permit and a separate ground wire is used, itis
recommended that a qualified electrician determine that the
ground path is adequate.

Electrical Connection

To properly install your dryer, you must determine the type of
electrical connection you will be using and follow the instructions
provided for it here.

n This dryer is manufactured ready to install with a 3-wire
electrical supply connection. The neutral ground wi re is
permanently connected to the neutral conductor (whi te wire)
within the dryer. If the dryer is installed with a 4-wire electrical
supply connection, the neutral ground wire must be removed
from the external ground conductor screw (green scr ew), and
secured under the neutral terminal (center or white wire) of
the terminal block. When the neutral ground wire is secured
under the neutral terminal (center or white wire) of the
terminal block, the dryer cabinet is isolated from the neutral
conductor.

n Use a 4-wire conductor cord when the dryer is insta lled in a
mobile home or an area where local codes do not per mit
grounding through the neutral.

n A 4-wire power supply connection must be used when the
appliance is installed in a location where groundin g through
the neutral conductor is prohibited. Grounding thro ugh the
neutral is prohibited for (1) new branch-circuit in stallations,
(2) mobile homes, (3) recreational vehicles and (4)areas
where local codes prohibit grounding through the ne utral
conductors.

If using a power supply cord:
Use a UL listed power supply cord kit marked for us e with
clothes dryers. The kit should contain:

n A UL listed 30-amp power supply cord, rated
120/240 volt minimum. The cord should be type SRD o r
SRDT and be at least 4 ft (1.22 m) long. The wiresthat
connect to the dryer must end in ring terminals or spade
terminals with upturned ends.

n A UL listed strain relief.

Then choose a 4-wire power supply cord with ring or spade
terminals and UL listed strain relief. The 4-wire p ower supply
cord, at least 4 ft (1.22 m) long, must have four 10-gauge copper
wires and match a 4-wire receptacle of NEMA Type 14 -30R. The
ground wire (ground conductor) may be either green or bare. The
neutral conductor must be identified by a white cov er.

If your outlet looks like this:

Then choose a 3-wire power supply cord with ring or spade
terminals and UL listed strain relief. The 3-wire p ower supply
cord, at least 4 ft (1.22 m) long, must have three 10-gauge copper
wires and match a 3-wire receptacle of NEMA Type 10 -30R.

If connecting by direct wire:

Power supply cable must match power supply (4-wire or 3-wire)
and be:

n Flexible armored cable or nonmetallic sheathed copp er cable
(with ground wire), protected with flexible metalli ¢ conduit. All
current-carrying wires must be insulated.

n 10-gauge solid copper wire (do not use aluminum).
n Atleast5 ft (1.52 m) long.

GROUNDING INSTRUCTIONS

n For a grounded, cord-connected dryer:

This dryer must be grounded. In the event of malfunction or
breakdown, grounding will reduce the risk of electric shock
by providing a path of least resistance for electric current.
This dryer uses a cord having an equipment-grounding
conductor and a grounding plug. The plug must be plugged
into an appropriate outlet that is properly installed and
grounded in accordance with all local codes and ordinances.

n For a permanently connected dryer:

This dryer must be connected to a grounded metal,
permanent wiring system, or an equipment-grounding
conductor must be run with the circuit conductors and
connected to the equipment-grounding terminal or lead on
the dryer.

WARNING: Improper connection of the equipment-
grounding conductor can result in a risk of electric shock.
Check with a qualified electrician or service representative
or personnel if you are in doubt as to whether the dryer is
properly grounded. Do not modify the plug on the power
supply cord: if it will not fit the outlet, have a proper outlet
installed by a qualified electrician.

Wipe the dryer drum interior thoroughly with a damp cloth to
remove any dust.

Set the dryer on a full heat cycle (not an air cycle) for
20 minutes and start the dryer.

m Dryer is plugged into a grounded outlet and/or electr ical
supply is connected.

When the dryer has been running for 5 minutes, open the
dryer door and feel for heat. If you feel heat, cancel cycle and
close the door.

If you do not feel heat, turn off the dryer and check the
following:

There may be 2 household fuses or circuit breakers for the
dryer. Make sure both fuses are intact and tight, o r that both
circuit breakers have not tripped. If there is still no heat,
contact a qualified technician.

NOTE: You may notice an odor when the dryer is first heated.
This odor is common when the heating element is firs t used.

Automatic Cycles

When you are using the Auto Moisture Sensing Cycle, two metal
strips (sensors) located on the dryer baffles deter mine the
dryness of the load. The metal strips help detect t he amount of
moisture left in the clothes as they tumble. When t here is moisture
left in the clothes, the machine will continue to ru n. As clothes
begin to dry, the amount of water left in the clothes decreases,
and the timer advances through the remainder of the c ycle. When
the selected dryness level is reached, the dryer goes into a c ool
down period of up to 15 minutes.

Automatic cycles may be used for most loads. Automati c cycles
give the best drying results in the shortest time. Drying t ime
varies according to the type of fabric, size of the load, and
dryness setting.

After drying a load, check the dryness.
m Ifthe load is drier than you like, select a setting c loser to Less
Dry the next time you dry a similar load.

m If aload is not as dry as you like, complete drying u sing a
Timed cycle. Select a setting closer to Extra Dry the next time
you dry a similar load.

Timed Dry

Use this cycle to get up to 60 minutes of heated dry ing time or to

complete drying if items are still damp after the aut omatic cycle.

Timed Dry is also useful for:

m Heavyweight items and work clothes that require a lo ng
drying time.

m Lightweight items, such as lingerie, blouses and kni ts that
require a short drying time.

End of Cycle Signal

The dryer sounds a signal to let you know when the cy cle is
complete. The signal is not adjustable and cannot be turned off.
The signal is helpful when you are drying permanent press,
synthetics, and other items that should be removed promptly at
the end of the cycle.

Anti-Wrinkle

Anti-Wrinkle helps smooth out wrinkles that form wh en clothes
are not removed promptly at the end of a cycle. Anti- Wrinkle
tumbles the load every minute until the cycle knob is set to the
Stop position or the dryer door is opened.

During Anti-Wrinkle, the End of Cycle Signal will sound until the
cycle knob is set to the Stop position or the dryer do or is opened.

The lint screen is located in the door opening of the dry er. Clean it
before each load. A screen blocked by lint can increa se drying
time.

To clean
1. Open the door and pull the lint screen straight up.

2. Open lint screen.

3. Roll lint off the screen with your fingers. Do not rins e or wash
screen to remove lint. Wet lint is hard to remove.

4. Close lint screen. Push the lint screen firmly back into place
and close the door.



IMPORTANT:

blocked or missing. Doing so can cause overheating and
damage to both the dryer and fabrics.

As needed cleaning

Laundry detergent and fabric softener residue can b uild up on the
lint screen. This buildup can cause longer drying t imes for your
clothes, or cause the dryer to stop before your loa d is completely
dry. The screen is probably clogged if lint falls o ff the screen.

Clean the lint screen with a nylon brush every 6 months, or more
frequently if it becomes clogged due to a residue b uildup.

To wash
1. Rolllint off the screen with your fingers.
2. Wet both sides of the lint screen with hot water.

3. Wet a nylon brush with hot water and liquid deterge nt. Scrub
lint screen with the brush to remove residue buildu p.

4. Rinse with hot water.

5. Thoroughly dry lint screen with a clean towel. Repl ace in
dryer.

To clean dryer drum

1. Make a paste with powdered laundry detergent and ve ry
warm water.

2. Apply paste to a soft cloth.
OR
Apply a liquid, nonflammable household cleaner to t he

stained area and rub with a soft cloth until all ex cess dye is
removed.

3. Wipe drum thoroughly with a damp cloth.
4. Tumble a load of clean cloths or towels to dry drum .

NOTE: Garments that contain unstable dyes, such as denim blue
jeans or brightly colored cotton items, may discolo r the dryer
interior. These stains are not harmful to your dryer and will not
stain future loads of clothes. Dry unstable dye ite ms inside-out to
avoid dye transfer.

To clean the control panel, use only a warm, damp c loth.

NOTE: Do not use abrasive cleaners or scouring pads on th e
outer surfaces because they will scratch the finish and could
remove the writing on the control panel.

Some paper towels may also scratch the finish.

From Inside the Dryer Cabinet
Lint should be removed every 2 years, or more often, depending
on dryer usage. Cleaning should be done by a qualified person.

From the Exhaust Vent
Lint should be removed every 2 years, or more often, depending
on dryer usage.

Vacation care

Operate your dryer only when you are at home. If you will be on
vacation or not using your dryer for an extended pe riod of time,
you should:

1. Unplug dryer or disconnect power.
2. Clean lint screen. See 2Cleaning the Lint Screen.°

Moving care

For power supply cord-connected dryers:

1. Unplug the power supply cord.

2. Make sure leveling legs are secure in dryer base.
3. Use masking tape to secure dryer door.

For direct-wired dryers:

Is the motor running but the drum isn't turning?
The belt may be broken. Call for service.

Is the indicator light glowing?  If not, press the POWER

button.

No heat

Has a household fuse blown, or has a circuit breake r
tripped?

Electric dryers use 2 household fuses or circuit br eakers. The
drum may be turning, but you may not have heat. Rep lace the
fuse or reset the circuit breaker. If the problem c ontinues, call
an electrician.

Unusual sounds

Has the dryer had a period of non-use?
If the dryer hasn't been used for a while, there may be a
thumping sound during the first few minutes of oper ation.

Is a coin, button or paper clip caught between the drum
and front or rear of the dryer?

Check the front and rear edges of the drum for smal | objects.
Clean out pockets before laundering.

Are the four legs installed, and is the dryer level  front to
back and side to side?

The dryer may vibrate if not properly installed. See
a]nstallation Instructions.®

Is the clothing knotted or balled up?
When balled up, the load will bounce, causing the d ryer to
vibrate. Separate the load items and restart the dr yer.
