Habitat project brings home ownership within reach

Lack of affordable housing makes property ownership unattainable for many

ome ownership was out
Hof the question for Wal-
ly and Gloria Dilk and
their family. Unable to qualify
for a mortgage, the Dilks, their
daughter Rachel and son
Philip, lived in a cramped two-
bedroom Burnaby apartment.
For many families like Dilks
the lack of affordable housing
in the Lower Mainland made
the idea of owning property an
unattainable fantasy.
But a new 27-unit townhome
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Wally Dilk and children Philip, 14, and Rachel, 19, outside their
place at Habitat for Humanity.

complex at 8745 Government in
Burnaby, under construction by
the volunteer-based Habitat for
Humanity Society of Greater
Vancouver, is giving ‘working-
poor’ families a chance to own
their own homes.

“They certainly gave us a big
boost. We couldn’t see the light
at the end of the tunnel before,”
says Wally. His family is one of
four to move into the first com-
pleted stage of the project.

“Our teenage daughter was
sharing a room with her
younger brother. I felt bad

about not being able to provide
a better situation for her.”

The townhome complex, the
largest Habitat project in Cana-
da and the first in the Lower
Mainland, will provide 27
townhomes at reduced rates to
qualified families.

With volunteer labour,
donated construction materials
and no-interest mortgages
amortized over a 20-year term,
Habitat gives those without
hope of owning a house a new
lease on life.

“The costs to the family is

about $80,000 for the mort-
gage. Over 20 years that mort-
gage with no interest comes
out to about $400 a month,”
says Chris McGill, chair of
Habitat’s public relations com-
mittee.

The 1,000 square foot, two-
storey, three-bedroom town-
homes include a bathroom, an
unfinished basement — with
an additional 500 square feet
and plumbing rough-ins — as
well as four appliances. The
homes are not furnished.
