It’s no surprise when the sales staff enthusiasti-
cally extol the virtues of a development. After all,
that’s their job.

What you don’t often hear is they love the project
so much they are willing to put their money where
their mouth is.

But that’s exactly what’s happening at Brava!, Ama-
con and Onni Group’s new outing at Seymour and
Davie, featuring distinctive twin towers linked at
street level by the exciting new Vancouver Inter-
national Film Centre and overlooking the new South
Core Park between Seymour and Richards.

“My wife, Ayra and I bought a two-bedroom on the
12th floor and she and her sister bought a second
one as an investment,” said sales agent Chris Loto-
ski, 31.

Lotoski’s suite is a spacious 908-sq.-ft. two-bed-
room with sunroom in the north tower. Currently
renting in the West End, he and his wife are look-
ing forward to being right in the centre of everything.

“We love the area,” Lotoski went on. “It’s only five
minutes to Yaletown and we love the park. We have
a dog and we’ll be able to play with it here and take
it down to the doggie park in Yaletown.”

Another MAC sales agent, Angele Labbe is looking
at buying a one-bedroom suite, too.
