If you can imagine Helen
Pettipiece as Steveston Park -
she’s in white in the photo above
left — and Nicole Castle as the
tennis courts at the Richmond
landmark - yes, she’s in black -
you will have your bearings on
Village Homes.

The townhouses are directly across
Moncton Street from the park and
the courts. The Fraser River is at the
bottom right-hand of the picture,
“just a few minutes’ walk” away as
Pettipiece reports.

The townhouses are the latest Impe-
rial Landing residences to be

brought to market by Onni, with a
recently opened, fully furnished,
show home a key component of the
marketing program.

Price and location are others.
“Affordable ‘westside lifestyle’ in an
urban setting located in Steveston vil-
lage on the banks of the Fraser Riv-
er” is Pettipiece’s first response to
the question, what'’s the attraction?

“Similar homes in Kits or the South
Cambie and South Granville neigh-
bourhoods would be priced in the
$500,000 range,” she reports.

“ ... ‘The homes are appealing to
professional couples who appreciate
the high standard of finishing, spa-
cious floor plans, location and value
in these homes.”

Nine-foot ceilings, granite in the
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kitchen and master bathroom, stain-
less steel appliances, rock fire-
places and hardwood flooring in the
living and dining areas are standard.

The first phase of Imperial Landing,
called Copper Sky by Onni, generat-
ed an industry award, a Gold
Georgie for best residential develop-
ment in the province, for the devel-
oper in 2003.
